VOLUNTEERING

You may have noticed recently that we are
recruiting volunteers for the Preschool
Ministry. In case you are still wondering
what all that involves, let us provide you
with some useful info.

‘We Want You!

HOW OFTEN WILL | SERVE?

The answer to this question depends on how you want to

serve. We offer three ways:

1. Weekly/Permanent Volunteer —serve consistently
every Sunday in an assigned classroom.

2. Plan B Volunteer —serve one or two Sundays per
month to fill in for a weekly volunteer that is out. You
will commit to a specific Sunday each month and serve
in various preschool areas as needed.

3. Summer Sub—serve during June & July to fill in for
vacationing volunteers. You can serve every Sunday or
just a few.

WHAT IF | CANNOT SERVE ON A SUNDAY?

We expect consistency with our weekly / permanent
volunteers. (A familiar face goes a long way in the
preschool classrooms). However, we know things come up
that prevent a volunteer from being here every Sunday. In
the event you cannot be here, you will fill out a sub request
card or contact our office so we can get your spot covered
by a sub.

If you cannot commit to serve consistently every Sunday
(with a few absences here & there), perhaps you can serve
once or twice a month as part of our Plan B team.

“Does Satan Exist?” - Nightline Face-Off

“Does Satan Exist” was a recent “Face-Off” series on
Nightline that debated the existence of the devil. One of the
speakers was Deepak Chopra—a well-spoken man who claims
that Satan is a mythical figure. His advice: “Be done with
Satan and confront your own issues”.
